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ABSTRACT

This cross-sectional analytical survey aimed to 1) study on behavior in separating
household hazardous waste, and 2) study the relationship between personal factors and factors
concerning health belief model with household hazardous waste separation behavior at Na
Mueang Phet Subdistrict, Sikao District, Trang Province. The sample was 315 household
representatives residing at Na Mueang Phet Subdistrict Municipality, using multi-stage sampling.
Data were collected by using two questionnaires consisting of 1) a questionnaire of perceptions
on health belief model and 2) a questionnaire about household hazardous waste separation
behavior. The reliability of the questionnaires was .80 and .79, respectively. Data were analyzed
by using a software package. Statistics used in the research were frequency distribution,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, Chi-square test, and Pearson correlation coefficient test.

The results were as follows: 1) Household hazardous waste separation behavior was
at a high level of 90 percent and a moderate level of 10 percent. 2) Personal factor, namely
average monthly household income was related to household hazardous waste separation
behavior at a significance level of .05 (X° = 15.41, p = .001). Moreover, the factors concerning
health belief model which were found to be moderately correlated with hazardous waste
separation behavior at a significance level of .05 included perception of risks from household
hazardous waste (r = .325, p = .001), perception of household hazardous waste management
benefits at a moderate level (r = .374, p = .001), perception of inducements to household
hazardous waste management (r = .456, p = .001), and perception of self-efficacy for household
hazardous waste management (r = .523, p = .001). However, perception of household hazardous
waste severity was found to be correlated with hazardous waste separation behavior at low level
(r=.117, p = .005).

The knowledge gained from this research is the factors concerning health belief
model with household hazardous waste separation behavior. This information can be used as a
guideline for planning the policies related to household hazardous waste management and

hazardous waste collection by local government organizations in the area.
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
