1) The results for the™eél welfare management in Ayothaya town
municipality were at a high level (X =3.66, S.D. = 0.56). Considering each aspect
individually revealed that the aspect of health and curing was at the highest (X = 3.83,
S.D. = 0.64 llovveRA nf Vu taker security and
protection ( _E;; enflice po (X = 360, SD. = 0.79),
residence (X = 3.64, SD. = 0.77), income (X = 3.63, S.D. =0.79), and recreation (X = 3.51,
S.D. = 0.70), respectively.

2) The relationship between the management and the elderly welfare
management performance in Ayothaya town municipality were correlated for many
factors, namely directing (r = 0.674), planning (r = 0.630), organizing (r = 0.624),
staffing (r = 0.603), budgeting (r = 0.578), and coordinating (r = 0.492) at the statistical
significance level of 0.05.

3) The comparisons using personal factors showed that gender produced
differences in the management performance in Ayothaya town municipality at the
statistical significance level of 0.05. The factors age, education level, occupation and
monthly income did not produce any difference.



4) The proposed guidelines for improving the elderly welfare management in
Ayothaya town municipality were composed of (1) the municipalities should provide mobile
service units cooperating with subdistrict health promotion hospitals, village public
health volunteers and other relevant agencies for the elderly in communities, (2)
they should support occupational funds and set up occupational training, (3) the
officials should survey the area to contact the elderly and inquire about their
problems, (4) they should provide useful information for the elderly through
community broadcasting radio, (5) they should support education and learning to
further develop the potential of the elderly, and (6) they should establish a center
for problem registration.
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
