a moderate level (X =3.45, SD. = 0.843). Con5|der|ng each aspect individually revealed
that the aspect of having demand was at the highest, followed by quality of life,
guarantee, income and health, respectively.

2) The study of the components for caring for the elderly and welfare
management for the elderly revealed that there was a positive relationship between
them at a high level (r = 0.775) at the statistical significance level of 0.01.

3) The study of the problems and obstacles in the implementation of
welfare management for the elderly revealed that the services provided were not
sufficient nor were the health care services or their earnings.

4) The proposed guidelines for developing welfare management for the

elderly, consisted of (1) service delivery should be promoted as a career and mobile



health services to advise on health care should be set up. A special unit for finding
more budget contributions should also be set up. It could move budgets from other
funding sources, (2) the elderly’s health should be promoted by organizing regular
exercise sessions to reduce the risk of disease, and by serving meals that include the
5 food groups, and (3) the revenue of the elderly should be increased so as the
