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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research was 1) to compare the language fluency thinking
behavior of young children taught by cooperative reading activities according to balanced
literacy approach before and after the activities and 2) to compare the language fluency
thinking behavior of young children taught by cooperative reading activities according to
balanced literacy approach and those taught by regular reading activities. The sample in this
research consisted of 5 - 6 years old, studying in the second year of kindergarten in the first
semester of academic year 2013 at Bann Kaeak School and Bann Kum School under the Ubon
Rachathani Primary Educational Service Area Office 4. They were selected by multi-stage cluster
sampling. The instruments used in this research were the lesson plans of the cooperative reading
activities according to balanced literacy approach and those of the regular reading activites, and
a test of language fluency thinking behavior with a reliability of 0.88. The qualitative method was
used through individual observation of language fluency thinking behavior of the young children.
The statistics used to analyze the data were mean, standard deviation, and hypothesis testing
which were analyzed by The Wilcoxon Matched Pairs Signed — Ranks Test and Mann — Withney
U Test.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. The language fluency thinking behavior of preschoolers taught by cooperative reading
activities according to balanced literacy approach after the experiment was higher than for before
the experiment at the 0.05 level of statistical significance.

2. The language fluency thinking behavior of preschoolers taught by cooperative reading
activities according to balanced literacy approach was higher than those of young children taught

by regular activities at the 0.05 level of statistical significance.
