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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) study the procedures and
processes of recovering of drug-addicted prisoners by the method of therapeutic
community in Special Treatment Prison, Pathum Thani Province, 2) study the
procedures and processes of recovering of drug-addicted prisoners by the method of
civil correction school, 3) study the procedures and processes of recovering of drug-
addicted prisoners by the method of To Be Number One Project, 4) study the results
on processes of recovering of drug-addicted prisoners and 5) study the problems and
obstacles of recovering of drug-addicted prisoners. This research was a qualitative
research which was conducted by studying the relevant documents, researches and
structural interviewing 9 key informants who were the officials in Special Treatment
Prison and 25 treated prisoners. The data were analyzed by analytic induction and
interpretation

The research findings were as follows:

1) The procedures and processes of recovering of drug-addicted prisoners
by the method of therapeutic community was found that the committee was set up
to classify and separate the prisoners based on the properties and criteria as determined
by the Department of Correction for entering this program to refresh their minds by helping
themselves among these treated prisoners. These prisoners should develop their own
personalities, emotions, feelings and behaviors in appropriate direction. These prisoners
could be able to get along with their normal social societies, especially not to return to drug

addiction again. The purposes of this treatment was to develop minds of the prisoners



to be familiar with other persons for being able to live in the normal societies
peacefully and it was intended to reduce the number of these prisoners and not to
return the prison again.

2) The procedures and processes of recovering of drug-addicted prisoners
by the method of civil connection school was found that the Department of Correction
had assigned this mission of treatment to the Special Treatment Prison. The prisons all
over the country were responsible to classify and separate the drug addicted prisoners
and sent them to this Special Treatment Prison under the approval of the committee
to delay their punishment and sent them to the treatments consisted of 5 aspects as
discipline establishment, mind promotion, quality of life development, career training,
preparation for release. After these treatments, the prisoners would be released under
the approval of the committee and returned to their normal societies.

3) The procedures and processes of recovering of drug-addicted prisoners
by the method of To Be Number One Project was conducted by the cooperation of
public sectors and private sectors to enhance the awareness of all Thai people in
having the knowledge and understanding to create the grand power for overcoming
the narcotic problems rapidly. The focus groups of this project were youths and
juveniles and were conducted by promoting and organizing the activities to protect
and solve the problems as to fill their lives with goodness, until the value of being
number one could be established with out using drugs.

4) The results on processes of recovering of drug-addicted prisoners
revealed that the treated prisoners knew the correct method to quit drug-addicted
and they were able to develop themselves that could reduce the drug demand. These
treated prisoners could rehabilitate their own performances and their personalities,
emotions, feelings and behaviors which could be changed appropriately. They could
adjust themselves to other people in the societies and especially they did not need
to return to drug again.

5) The problems and obstacles of recovering of drug-addicted prisoners
revealed that most of these treated prisoners had problems with the lawsuits, the
problems of their own treatments, the problems with government officials and the

budgeting problems.
