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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this quasi-experimental research were to 1) compare the scholastic
achievement in the Thai subject of grade 5 students before and after being exposed to inquiry-
based learning (7Es) in accordance with Bloom's taxonomy, 2) compare the scholastic achievement
in the Thai subject of grade 5 students after being exposed to inquiry-based learning (7Es) in
accordance with Bloom's taxonomy compared with the criteria of 70 percentage of the full marks,
and 3) study the students’ satisfaction on learning management for using inquiry-based learning
(7Es) in accordance with Bloom's taxonomy. The sample used in this research consisted of 30 grade
5 students studying in the second semester of academic year 2020, under Chiang Mai Primary
Educational Service Area Office 6 randomized by multi-stage random sampling. The research
instruments were 9 lesson plans at a highly appropriate level, a Thai achievement test with a
reliability of 0.71, and a questionnaire of students’ satisfaction on learning management with a
reliability of 0.92. Data were analyzed by descriptive statistics including percentage, means, and
standard deviation, as well as by inferential statistical methods, including t -test one sample and
t-test for dependent sample.

The research findings were as follows: 1) the Thai subject achievement of grade 5 students
after being exposed to inquiry-based learning (7Es) in accordance with Bloom's taxonomy was
significantly higher than before the exposure at a significance level of 0.05 (t=-37.09, p = 0.00);
2) the Thai subject achievement of grade 5 students after being exposed to inquiry-based learning
(7Es) in accordance with Bloom's taxonomy was significantly higher than the criterion of 70% of the
full marks at a significance level of 0.05 (t = 16.16, p = 0.00); and 3) the grade 5 students' satisfaction
through the inquiry-based learning (7Es) in accordance with Bloom's taxonomy was at the highest
level (X = 4.58, S.D. = 0.23).

The body of knowledge obtained from this research was a guideline for learning management to
enhance the learning achievement of grade 5 students in the Thai language subject through
educational innovations with a systematic research process. That is, the inquiry-based learning (7Es)
in accordance with Bloom's taxonomy should be used, which can be a model for teachers to use

in learning management for their students.
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
