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ABSTRACT

This quasi- experimental research aimed to 1) compare students’ learning
achievement before and after learning through Project Import Task-Driven (PITD)
method, and 2) compare students’ practical skills after learning through the PITD
method with the determined criterion of 70%. The sample was 20 second-year students
majoring in E-commerce at higher vocational college, the People's Republic of China.
They were obtained by the cluster random sampling method. Research instruments included
lesson plans, learning achievement tests, and practical skill evaluation form with the item
difficulty index ranging from .60 to .70; item discriminability index of more than .40; and the
reliability values ranging from .90 to .97. The statistics used for analyzing data were t-test
for dependent sample and t-test for one sample.

The results showed that: 1) students’ learning achievement after learning
through the PITD method was significantly higher than that before learning through the
PITD method (¢ = 6.96, p = .00). And 2) after learning through the PITD method, the
students’ practical skills were higher than the determined criterion of 70% (¢ = 52.24, p
=.00).

Knowledge gained from this research was that the PITD method consisted of 5
steps: 1) project import, 2) task driven, 3) task analysis, task distribution, and task
planning, 4) group cooperation, and 5) task presentation and evaluation. The teaching
method encourages learners to develop their leaning achievement and practical skills
through the cognitive process and active participation.
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
