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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this mixed methodology research were to study: 1) the level
involvement of school administrators' role, 2) the level of importance of school quality
assurance, and 3) the relationship between the role of the school administrators and the school
quality assurance of schools under local government organizations. The research methodology
had 2 steps: step; 1) the research sample consisted of 372 school administrators and teachers. He
research tool was a five-level rating scale questionnaire, step; 2) the research sample consisted of
6 school administrators, and the research tool was an interview form. The statistics used for data
analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation, descriptive analytics and Pearson's product
moment correlation coefficient.

The research findings were as follows: 1) The overall level involvement of the school
administrators' roles was at the highest level. Considering the aspects with the highest mean to
the lowest mean, they were: (1) the role of facilitator, (2) the role of supporter, and (3) the role
of evaluator, which were all at the highest level, and (4) the role of counselor, and (5) the role of
predictor were at a high level. 2) The overall level of importance of the school quality assurance
was at the highest level. Considering the aspects with the highest mean to the lowest mean, they
were: (1) regulating educational standards, (2) fulfilling the educational development plans,
(3) assessing and examining quality assurance, (4) self-assessment reports, and (5) continuous
development of quality schools, which were all at the highest level, and (6) performance
tracking, and (7) preparation of educational development plans were at a high level. 3) The study
of the relationship between the role of the school administrators and the school quality
assurance of the school under the local government organizations revealed a positive
relationship at a very high level (r= .86) which was statistically significant at the 0.05 level, and 4)
there were 5 role of school administrators aspect, 7 school quality assurance aspect, and
relationship between the role of school administrators and the school quality assurance 35
aspect.

The knowledge gained from this research revealed that the role of the school
administrators was very important and useful for the quality assurance of the schools. Their
ability to effectively carry out policy making, facilitating, evaluating, predicting, consulting, and
supporting integrate operations and provide opportunities for all stakeholders to participate. Until
being a good role model and accepted from the community and related agencies the drive for
quality assurance of the schools under the local government organizations ensures that the goals

will be accomplished effectively.
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
