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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to 1) study administration factors of World-Class
Standard Schools under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 4, 2) study
school effectiveness of World-Class Standard Schools under the Secondary Educational
Service Area Office 4, and 3) investigate administration factors affecting the school
effectiveness of World-Class Standard Schools under the Secondary Educational
Service Area Office 4. The sample used in the study consisted of 346 teachers under
the Secondary Education Service Area Office 4 in the 2019 academic year, which
determined sample size by Krejcie and Morgan’ s sample size table and randomly
selected by multi-stage random sampling method. The instrument were assessed with
content validity by index of congruency which were between 0.80-1.00, reliability with

O-Cronbach’s alpha coefficient which was equal to 0.92. Percentage, arithmetic mean,
standard deviation, and stepwise method multiple regression analysis were used as
the statistical devices for analyzing the data.

The summary of the findings were as follow:

1. Administration factors of World-Class Standard Schools under the Secondary
Educational Service Area Office 4 was rated at a highest level, and when considered
as classified by aspects were at highest level 6 aspects and high level 1 aspect, in order
of high level to low level were sense of academic quality, research and development,
teachers’ motivation, environment, leadership, teachers’ quality, and common vision,
respectively.

2. School effectiveness of World-Class Standard Schools under the Secondary
Educational Service Area Office 4 was rated at a highest level, and when considered as
classified by aspects were at highest level 5 aspects and high level 1 aspect, in order of
high level to low level were sense of students, learning and teaching management,

administration, basic factors, personnel, and curriculum, respectively.



3. Administration factors of World-Class Standard Schools in each particular
aspect was found of being positively correlated with school effectiveness with statistical
significance at 0.01 level, and the aspects of academic quality (Xy), teachers’ quality
(X2), research and development (X3), leadership (Xs) common vision (Xg), environment
(Xe), and teachers’ motivation (X;) could be used as predictors school effectiveness
with power of prediction 92.36 percent, as shown in raw and standardize scores by the
following equation:
